DRAFT Trails Feasibility Matrix for the Stanford-County Trails Project

As per your request, please find enclosed a copy of the DRAFT Trails Feasibility Matrix that the County Parks and Recreation Department and Stanford Planning Office have been developing, with feedback from the County Planning Office.  Please note that the purpose of the attached matrix is intended to determine the possible trail alignment options that would satisfy the conditions of the Community Plan/General Use Permit (CP/GUP) and the criteria of the Santa Clara County Countywide Trails Master Plan Update.  This document is a preliminary draft exercise to define the parameters in planning the two trail routes.  As you can see, we have identified possible environmental and land use constraints, as well as other concerns such as that of neighboring landowners/residents and that of other public agencies with the possible trail alignments.  Furthermore, we have addressed the regional criteria of the Countywide Trails Master Plan in the selection of the possible trail routes, as you can see in the second page of the matrix, under the heading “Countywide Trails Master Plan.”

For ease of discussion, we have identified segments for each of the trail routes—S-1 (Matadero Creek/Page Mill Trail) and C-1 (San Francisquito/Los Trancos Trail).  These segments are best-guess estimates of the alignments at this time, and shall be modified as we identify the ownership patterns along the trail routes.  For your information, we are using a AAA map to highlight these trail segments and routes for discussion purposes and will require field visits to the site to determine more specific locations of these routes for any detailed mapping purposes.
